Choose the approach that best fits your school’s needs! Bike & Roll to School Day is not limited to bicycling or 

other forms of “rolling,” so resources for pedestrian-centered events are also included. 

Bike & Roll to School Day Event Ideas 
A Bike & Roll to School Day event can range from riding with friends and family to school on one day, to a week-
long celebration with activities each day. The goal is the same: to teach road safety, connect communities, and 
get active.  
 

Consider starting with a trial of a Bike Bus on Bike & Roll to School Day! As a one-time event, it’s 

straightforward to organize, and helps the community see how students may be able to bicycle to school more 
safely.  
 

Below are a few examples of possible Bike & Roll to School Day events: 

 

Type of Event Description Example 

Bike Bus 

A group ride to school that follows a set route with adult 
chaperones. Bike Buses help build confidence, increase 
visibility, and demonstrate safe ways to travel by bike.

Bike Rodeo 

A bicycle skills and safety event that teaches basic bike 
handling, signaling, and awareness. Rodeos can be scaled 
for all ages. They are most successful when supported by 
community partners such as local police or bike shops.

Bike-a-thon/ 
Walk-a-thon 

Students walk, bike or roll laps or distances as part of a 
celebration, fundraiser, or school-wide fitness event. These 
activities can be tailored to school size and goals. 

Walkathon Benefits 

Bike Bingo 
A fun, interactive game that encourages safety practice, 
observation, and engagement. Bingo cards can be used in 
the classroom, at home, or during events.
