» Cities with <50,000 persons, not designated as a central city of a
metropolitan statistical area, and not participating in urban county programs

 Counties with <200,000 persons in the nonentitlement cities and
unincorporated areas of the county

* 161 nonentitlement cities/towns in NCTCOG region
* 14 nonentitlement counties in NCTCOG region
